RESOLUTION AUHTORIZING THE SCHEDULING OF A PUBLIC HEARING TO
CONSIDER CERTAIN AMENDMENTS TO THE AGENCY UNIFORM TAX EXEMPT POLICY

WHEREAS, the City of Newburgh Industrial Development Agency (the “Agency”) is
authorized and empowered by the provisions of Chapter 1030 of the 1969 Laws of New York,
constituting Title 1 of Article 18-A of the General Municipal Law, Chapter 24 of the Consolidated
Laws of New York, as amended (the “Enabling Act” or the “Act”) and Chapter 577 of the 1982
Laws of New York, as amended, constituting Section 913 of said General Municipal Law (said
Chapter and the Enabling Act being hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Act”) to promote,
develop, encourage and assist in the acquiring, constructing, reconstructing, improving,
maintaining, equipping and furnishing of industrial, manufacturing, warehousing, commercial, and
research and recreation facilities, among others, for the purpose of promoting, attracting and
developing economically sound commerce and industry to advance the job opportunities, health,



general prosperity and economic welfare of the people of the State of New York, to improve their
prosperity and standard of living, and to prevent unemployment and economic deterioration ; and

WHEREAS, subsection (4) of Section 874 of the Act, as added by Chapters 356 and 357
of the Laws of 1993 of the State of New York, requires that the Agency establish a uniform tax
exemption policy, with input from affected tax jurisdictions; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Act, the Agency has adopted a uniform tax exemption
policy (the “Policy”) providing for guidelines for the claiming of real property, mortgage recording
and sales tax exemptions; and

WHEREAS, members of the Agency conducted a review of the Policy; and
WHEREAS, the Agency desires to amend and supplement the Policy; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 874 of the Act, prior to taking final action on amendments
to the Policy, the Agency must give the chief executive officers of the County and each city, town,
village and school district affected by the Policy (collectively, the "Affected Tax Jurisdictions")
prior written notice of the amendments to the Policy; and

WHEREAS, the Agency desires to provide for compliance with the provisions of Section
874 of the Act with respect to the amendments to the Policy by scheduling a public hearing for the
amendments to the Policy.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE CITY OF
NEWBURGH INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT AGENCY, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The Agency hereby authorizes the Chair, the Vice Chair or any Officer of
the Agency, after consultation with the members of the Agency and Agency Counsel, (A) to
establish the time, date and place for a public hearing of the Agency to hear all persons interested
in the amendments to the Policy (the “Public Hearing”); (B) to cause the Public Hearing to be held
in a city, town or village where the Affected Tax Jurisdictions are located, and to cause notice of
such Public Hearing to be given to the public by publishing a notice or notices of such Public
Hearing in a newspaper of general circulation available to the residents of the Affected Tax
Jurisdictions, such notice or notices to comply with the requirements of Section 859-a of the Act
and shall be at least ten (10) days prior to the date of such Public Hearing; (C) to cause notice of
the Public Hearing to be given to the chief executive officer of the Affected Tax Jurisdictions to
comply with the requirements of Sections 859-a and 874(4) of the Act at least ten (10) days prior
to the date of such Public Hearing; (D) to conduct or cause the holding of such Public Hearing;
(E) to cause a report of the Public Hearing fairly summarizing the views presented at such Public
Hearing (the “Report™) to be prepared; and (F) to cause a copy of the Report to be made available
to the members of the Agency.

Section 2. Having considered the amendments to the Policy, the Agency hereby
authorizes the Chair, the Vice Chair or any Officer of the Agency, to send a written notice to the



chief executive officers of each of the Affected Tax Jurisdictions informing them that (A) the
Agency is considering making certain amendments to the Policy at least ten (10) days prior to the
date of such Public Hearing; (B) soliciting any comments that such Affected Tax Jurisdictions may
have with respect to said proposed amendments to the Policy; and (C) inviting attendance of any
representative of the Affected Tax Jurisdictions to attend the Public Hearing.

Section 3. The Chair, the Vice Chair and/or any Officer of the Agency is hereby
authorized and directed to do such further things or perform such acts as may be necessary or
convenient to implement the provisions of this Resolution.

Section 4. All action taken by the Chair, the Vice Chair and/or any Officer of the

Agency in connection with the Public Hearing with respect to the amendments to the Policy prior
to the date of this Resolution is hereby ratified and confirmed.

Section 5. This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
